PECO reports that they have encountered rock during the installation of the new gas main on Darby
Road, resulting in delays to the project.

PECO expects to reopen Darby Road, Coopertown Road and Landover Road in mid- to late October,
with final restoration to occur at a later date.

Because Darby Road, Coopertown Road and Landover Road are all State Roads, the Township has no
jurisdiction over the closures. PECO is working under a PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit.

PECO Energy to Close Darby Road 24/7
for Natural Gas Main Installation

As noted during Monday evening’s meeting of the Board of Commissioners, PECO Energy has informed
the Township that they plan to close Darby Road between College Avenue and Route 320 (Sproul Road)
beginning on or about June 28th, for the installation of a new gas main.

Because Darby Road is a State Road, the Township has no jurisdiction over the closure. PECO wiill
perform this work under a PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit.

PECO will maintain local access up to the work zone, but Darby Road will be closed to through-traffic
24/7 until sometime in September. The Township’s police, fire and EMS providers will work closely with
neighboring municipalities to ensure the least possible impact on response times.

As part of the same project, PECO plans to close Coopertown and Landover Roads during daytime
hours Monday through Saturday beginning on or about June 28th. As with the Darby Road closure,
Coopertown and Landover Roads are State Roads and PECO will perform this work under a PennDOT
Highway Occupancy Permit. PECO will maintain access for emergency vehicles, trash and recycling,
postal services and local residents. PECO indicates that the Coopertown and Landover portion of work
will be complete in early Spring 2022.

The PennDOT detour plan for both projects will be College Avenue, Haverford Road, Bryn Mawr Avenue
and Sproul Road. See attached.
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
